Centered Riding® and Driving Instructor and 
Clinician. She has taught clinics and given 
demonstrations in Centered Riding, Centered 
Driving, safety, teaching and horsemanship 
in North America, Australia, Europe and the 
UK. Peggy is well-known as the “Visible 
Rider®”  in the Anatomy In Motion® videos 
and demonstrations. 
 
Peggy has trained horses and riders for over 
30 years at her stable, Walnut Hill Farm in 
Toledo, Ohio. She coaches students and 
competes in dressage (Third Level), hunter, 
jumper, English and Western pleasure and 
performance classes, trail, pole bending, 
barrel racing and versatility classes.

Riding Sessions: For riders new to Centered Riding, Intro to Centered 
Riding is offered. For qualified riders with previous Centered Riding 
clinic or lesson experience, Continuing Centered Riding and work in 
specific disciplines is available. Riding sessions will be limited to 2 to 4 
riders per class, to allow more individual attention for participants. 
 

Clinic Tuition: 
Clinic Tuition covers costs for the Fri evening “Visible Rider”, and Sat-
Sun Clinic, including Two 1.25 Hour Small Group Riding Lessons, 
Unmounted Work, Riding Session Observations, and Refreshments. 
EARLY Bird Discount Tuition: $255  -  Must be paid in full with 
clinic application and postmarked by Feb 28, 2006. 
After Feb. 28, tuition is $285 - a $135 deposit can be made with 
application; balance is due by 3-29-06. Clinic Applications due by  
March 15, 2006. After this date, clinic participants accepted only if 
space permits. 
 
Auditors: Limited space is available for participating auditors who may 
take part in unmounted exercises, lectures, and observation of lessons.  
Participating Auditor Fees Sat. & Sun: $35/day postmarked by 3/29/06; 
After 3/29: $45/day; or Full weekend participating audit (Fr-Sa-Su): 
$70 postmarked by 3/29/06; $85 at the door. 
Visible Rider Demo only: $15 postmarked by 3/29/06; $20 at the door;
